The CDC releases data on influenza 
vaccination and flu mitigation 
throughout the year, but the ACIP 
recommendations for administering 
vaccinations are an important tool for 
practitioners. The 2022 flu season 
recommendations were released 
August 26th.  
 
Children aged between 6 months 
and 8 years should receive 2 doses 
of the flu vaccine if they have never 
been previously vaccinated or have 
had only one flu vaccination in their 
lifetime.  
 
Adults aged Ó65 years should 
receive any one of the higher dose 
or adjuvanted influenza vaccines, 
such as the quadrivalent high-dose 
inactivated influenza vaccine (HD-
IIV4), quadrivalent recombinant 
influenza vaccine (RIV4), or 
quadrivalent adjuvanted inactivated 
influenza vaccine (aIIV4)
